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What is the purpose of this Service?

The purpose of the Animal Welfare Service is to provide Program Partners an opportunity to utilize this service to support the goals and desired program results of the organization. This service is for organizations/programs that provides support to domestic animals on Native American reservations. 

GUIDELINES
Animal Welfare is designed to support organizations/programs committed to animal welfare and rescue with the supplies they need to encourage participation in their rescue, foster and adoption activities.  If your organization is supporting the rescue of domestic animals on Native American reservations through foster homes, adoption, or transport then your program may be eligible for support under Animal Welfare.  
Note: Events such as Spay/Neuter clinics or Rabies Vaccination days can be served under our Community Events service.
pARTNER EXPECTATIONS
· Must offer services that support the domestic animals on the Native American reservations.
· Must have a rescue or animal welfare component to the services offered. 

· Must have at least 12 months of experience in working with reservation animals.

· Keep accurate pet adoption and foster services records.
MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS
· Serve the domestic animals on the reservation and be a part of an organization committed to animals.
· Require participants to sign the distribution log (sign out sheet) for items received. 
· The request must be made 2 weeks before scheduled shipping week for shipping purposes.

· Must have adequate storage and volunteers/staff to meet and assist in unloading. 

REPORTING
A one-page report form, contained in your delivery packet(s) must be completed and returned to PWNA 30 days from the distribution date of the products, or the date indicated in the delivery packet.
